KBRC: Tami presented new guidelines on CEU’s. Do too suspecting falsification of CEU’s for renewals. Instead of auditing 10% they are going to do 15%, they are not going to tell you that you are being audited until after you have renewed. If they falsify 24 CEU’s they will be fined $500 and have to come up with 48 CEU’s. These new guidelines are posted on the KBRC website. Going to elect Chair and Vice-Chair at their next meeting. Tami going to run for Chair and Janet Vogt going to run for Vice-Chair. Mark asked about adding Medical Ethics requirement like Ohio. Tami said they didn’t want too do this because they would have to reopen our law to do it. Board hired investigators and sent them to CLER training. The Licensure board executive directors are going together to the Senate committee about not taking funds from the boards anymore. Took $14,000 last year, $8000 this yr and $7000 last year. Need support to stop this, Tami will send us more info on meeting date when she gets it. Possibly going to move the board offices.
AARC PACT:  HR1077 needs support. Tobacco legislation coming out again.

VENTILATOR: Need to setup date to work on the training for ventilators. Tentative date is July 13th.

SLEEP: A very lengthy over 1 hour discussion was held over the sleep issues. One of the major concerns is their plan to reopen the Respiratory Care Licensure Law. Going to give the draft Physician letter to other therapists, Doctors, nurses and get their support against their proposals at this time. Going to get on the agenda of the KBRC to address the comments that were made too the Medical Licensure board by its chair.
